Commentary: After Daniel prays this prayer of heartfelt repentance, an angel visits him 
and reveals to him prophecy about the end times. If we are going to hear from the voice of 
the LORD through the Holy Spirit, we must come to Him with clean hands and a pure heart. 
We must take time to repent of personal sin, and also stand in the gap, as Daniel did, and 
repent for our national sins.
